REQUIREMENTS FOR FOSTERING THE DEVELOPMENT OF CROSS-CULTURAL
COMPETENCE AMONG ASPIRING PRIMARY SCHOOL TEACHERS

Annotation. In the current era, the issue of multicultural education holds great significance in
nurturing and cultivating the cross-cultural competence of primary school teachers. The development of
cross-cultural competence has become a pressing social concern, particularly emphasizing the
constructive transfer of knowledge within a multicultural setting. This heightened emphasis can be
attributed to ongoing globalizing processes, educational integration, and the prevalent low level of cross-
cultural competence among individuals.

The establishment and enhancement of cross-cultural competence hold particular importance
within foreign language education, especially in the professional training of teachers. Teachers must be
prepared to address pressing educational issues that always involve the task of instructing and nurturing
students from diverse ethnic and social backgrounds, encompassing varied cultural values, traditions, and
lifestyles. Consequently, the education system should primarily focus on strengthening intercultural
connections and harmony within Kazakhstan, necessitating a shift in the requirements for contemporary
graduates of higher education institutions, who should possess a high level of competence in cross-
cultural relations.

Hence, the purpose of this research is to identify the pedagogical prerequisites essential for
developing the cross-cultural competence of future primary school teachers, enabling them to
comprehend and embrace diverse values, possess well-developed cross-cultural self-awareness, and
engage effectively in intercultural interactions inherent in other cultures.

Keywords: cross-cultural competence, primary school teacher, teacher education, professional
development, information technology.

Introduction. In today's modern society, the issue of multicultural education plays a
crucial role in shaping and developing a teacher's cross-cultural competence. The formation of
cross-cultural competence has gained increasing social significance due to several factors,
including the ongoing processes of globalization, the integration of diverse cultures within
educational spaces, and the notable lack of cross-cultural competence among individuals. Within
the context of foreign language education, the development of cross-cultural competence holds
particular importance, especially during the professional training of teachers. As educators, they
must be prepared to address urgent educational challenges and effectively guide students from
various ethnic and social backgrounds, each with their unique cultural values, traditions, and
lifestyles. Cross-cultural competence refers to the teacher's knowledge, awareness, and ability to
skillfully navigate and resolve issues related to cultural diversity within the target language
context [1-3].

Consequently, it is essential for the education system to prioritize strengthening
intercultural connections and harmony, particularly in a country like Kazakhstan. This
necessitates reevaluating the requirements for modern graduates from higher education
institutions, emphasizing a high level of competence in cross-cultural relations. Therefore, the
primary objective of this study is to identify the pedagogical conditions that are essential for
nurturing and developing the cross-cultural competence of future primary school teachers. These
teachers should possess the capacity to understand and accept diverse values, exhibit a well-
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developed sense of cross-cultural self-awareness, and engage in effective intercultural
interactions inherent in various cultures. However, it is important to acknowledge that a
significant challenge exists in bridging the gap between society's growing demand for
professionals with a high level of cross-cultural competence and the current limitations in
technological advancements pertaining to its development within higher education settings.

The concept of competencies refers to an individual's ability to apply their knowledge,
skills, and practical experiences successfully when solving general problems within a broad
domain. Specifically, cross-cultural competence entails utilizing one's knowledge, skills, and
practical experiences effectively in addressing challenges associated with cross-cultural
communication [4].

Literature review. The inclusion of linguistic and cultural content, particularly the
national cultural component, in both educational and extracurricular activities related to the
English language, has been discussed by various researchers. Scholars such as I.L. Bim, I.N.
Vereshchagina, B.A. Lapidus, E.A. Lenskoy, Z.E.l. Passov, G.V. Rogova, and G.D. Tomakhina
have explored this topic. E.M. Vereshchagin and V.G. Kostomarov have made significant
contributions to the theory by considering linguistic and regional studies as a means of cultural
exploration that facilitates effective communication with individuals from different cultures.

Several researchers, including J.Wilson, C.Ward and R. Fischer (2013), have not only
focused on the content and essence of intercultural competence but have also delved into the
methodologies for its development. Notable works in this area include those by A.B.Garneau,
and J.Pepin (2015), among others. However, the professional standard for teachers does not
currently provide a comprehensive list of intercultural competences. This lack of clarity may
lead to a systemic misunderstanding or fragmentation in the concepts related to the formation of
a teacher's intercultural competence [5].

In our opinion, it is crucial to base the formation of competencies on the key subsections
of cross-cultural didactics. These competencies should encompass professional, general cultural,
and socio-personal aspects. However, it is important to note that intercultural competences
developed within pedagogical training programs may differ in their focus from those in other
fields. The level of competency requirements for bachelor's degrees will also vary significantly
from those for master's degrees. The main directions for the formation of competencies are
outlined in the overarching concept of cross-cultural didactics.

In Western Europe, the term "intercultural education” is commonly used, which focuses
on preparing students to coexist with individuals from different cultures within a unified
educational environment. It aims to foster tolerance and cognitive flexibility among students. In
the United States and Canada, the concept of "multicultural education” is widely employed. It
involves acquainting individuals with diverse cultures to promote unity among people from
different cultural backgrounds with distinct value systems, worldviews, and behavioral styles. In
Russia and Eastern Europe, the concept of "policultural education” is prevalent. It refers to
education that facilitates the assimilation of knowledge about other cultures, identification of
commonalities and uniqueness in cultural values, and the cultivation of tolerance and respect [6].

According to L.M. Grimovskaya (2013) [7], the field of pedagogical science currently
comprises two approaches to addressing issues arising from integration processes and the
emergence of a multicultural educational space:

The mono-national approach, which focuses on the preservation and reproduction of
one's own culture within educational processes.

The multicultural approach, which aims to train professionals capable of working in a
multicultural educational environment. The following chapters will delve into the various
philosophical, cultural, psychological, social, and pedagogical aspects that contribute to cross-
cultural educational communication.

According to G.J.Hofstede, G.Hofstede & P.B.Pedersen (2012) [8], polylingual education
should address a comprehensive range of educational and integrative ethno-cultural pedagogical



issues. This diversity enables the development of flexible pedagogical approaches. The authors
have identified key areas within this domain that warrant further research and exploration.

Culture and pluralism: This area explores the diversity of cultures, the interplay between
different cultures, various types of cultures, and the dynamics of cultural phenomena.

Intercultural communication: It focuses on the relationship between culture and different
forms of perception, diverse approaches to information processing, and culturally influenced
thinking styles.

Culture and polyethnicity: This aspect delves into the characteristics of multicultural
educational spaces shaped by multiple ethnic groups coexisting together.

Psychosocial identification and intercultural ties: This area examines the formation of
cultural identities and the management of cultural differences, including processes such as
assimilation, consolidation of differences (segregation), and the impact of stereotypes.

While there are multiple interpretations of cross-cultural competence, many authors view
it as an essential trait encompassing various aspects. It involves knowledge about different
cultures, the ability to accurately interpret cross-cultural information, a positive attitude towards
communication with individuals from other cultures, high levels of empathy, and interethnic
tolerance. For instance, T.A. Kolosovskaya (2012) perceives cross-cultural competence as a
personality trait that includes understanding cultural characteristics, interpreting foreign cultural
information, communication experience, and personality traits like empathy and tolerance [9].

According to Roshchupkin V.G. (2012) [10], cross-cultural literacy refers to consciously
comprehending the characteristics of a culture and its people, recognizing differences between
one's own culture and others, and displaying traits such as empathy and tolerance. It involves
showing respect and tolerance for different customs, preferences, perspectives, and ways of life.
Alongside the concept of cross-cultural competence, the term "cross-cultural literacy” is also
relevant. B.Williams (2001) defines cross-cultural literacy as an awareness of differences in
ideas, customs, and cultural traditions among different peoples. It encompasses the ability to
recognize commonalities and differences between cultures and to view one's own society's
traditions through the lens of others. I.S. Solovyeva (2010) [11]. describes cross-cultural literacy
as the capability and willingness to embrace the content and form of another nation's culture and
actively engage in cultural activities that enhance personal growth and development.

The teacher's cross-cultural competence encompasses various aspects of their personality
development resulting from social experiences. In essence, it represents a combination of
specific personal traits, needs, abilities, foundational theoretical knowledge, and practical skills.
These aspects primarily relate to social thinking, communication, motivations, emotions, and
interpersonal behavior, encompassing the cognitive, behavioral, emotional, and motivational
components of the teacher's personality [12].

Through the exploration of different perspectives on the definition and content of "cross-
cultural competence of a teacher," it becomes evident that it is an essential component of a
teacher's professional and pedagogical competence. As a result, there is a clear requirement for
the deliberate cultivation of cross-cultural competence among future teachers within higher
education, particularly in the context of teaching social and humanitarian disciplines [13].

Methods and methodology. The study employs a variety of methods and methodologies
to comprehensively explore the formation of cross-cultural competence. Firstly, it relies on the
use of descriptions, formulations, and analytical summaries from different authors, providing a
theoretical foundation for understanding the concept. These sources contribute to the literature
review and help shape the research framework.

To delve deeper into the practical aspects of cross-cultural competence, the study focuses
on organizing constructive learning within the context of self-education in the field of
educational cross-culture. The research aims to address key questions, such as how to create
optimal conditions that foster the development of constructive skills, constructive thinking, and
motivation within the framework of self-development technology.



In order to collect primary data, a survey was conducted among a sample of 18 primary
school teachers who specialize in teaching foreign languages. The survey serves as a means to
gather insights and perspectives directly from practitioners who have experience in cross-cultural
education. The survey questions are designed to elicit information on the challenges, strategies,
and techniques employed by teachers to promote cross-cultural competence among their
students.

Once the survey responses are collected, the study employs statistical methods to analyze
the data. Quantitative analysis techniques are used to identify patterns, trends, and correlations
within the collected responses. This statistical analysis provides a quantitative understanding of
the teachers' perspectives on cross-cultural competence and aids in drawing meaningful
conclusions from the data.

Furthermore, experimental methods are employed to complement the survey findings.
These methods involve the implementation of specific teaching interventions or approaches
aimed at enhancing cross-cultural competence. The results of these experiments are analyzed to
determine the effectiveness of different instructional strategies and to gain insights into the
practical implementation of cross-cultural competence development in the classroom.

Overall, the study employs a combination of theoretical analysis, survey research,
statistical analysis, and experimental methods to provide a detailed and comprehensive
examination of the formation of cross-cultural competence among primary school teachers.

Findings and discussion. The findings of the study highlight the significance of cross-
cultural literacy and cross-cultural competence in promoting intercultural understanding and
effective communication. Cross-cultural literacy is seen as a conscious comprehension of
cultural differences, the readiness to understand and respect diverse perspectives, and the ability
to navigate and engage with foreign cultures. On the other hand, cross-cultural competence
encompasses a broader personal education that includes knowledge about both native and
foreign cultures, as well as the application of skills and personality traits that facilitate successful
intercultural interactions.

Yu.V. Taratukhina (2016) suggests that critical thinking plays a crucial role in cross-
cultural competence. It involves applying critical thinking skills in individual
microenvironments, asking reflective questions to assess and adapt to changing information, and
synthesizing knowledge to adapt effectively to the external macroenvironment. This highlights
the importance of self-didactics or autodidactics in the formation of cross-cultural competence,
as individuals actively engage in self-development and set goals for enhancing their intercultural
skills [14].

Overall, the findings emphasize the practical relevance and transformative nature of
cross-cultural competence and literacy. By promoting critical thinking, introspection,
adaptability, and self-development, individuals can navigate the complexities of the educational
cross-cultural environment and foster intercultural understanding, respect, and effective
communication.

According to Yu.V. Taratuhina, Z.K. Avdeeva and D.F. Mirishli (2014), the subject of
cross-cultural didactics revolves around the educational process conducted within a multicultural
educational environment, as well as the methods and forms used to organize this process. To
understand the subject of cross-cultural didactics in more detail, it is helpful to revisit the
fundamental structural units of didactic knowledge.

Didactic knowledge encompasses various elements that contribute to effective teaching
and learning. These elements include:

Educational goals: Clearly defined objectives and outcomes that guide the teaching and
learning process. In the context of cross-cultural didactics, the goals would involve promoting
intercultural understanding, fostering respect for diversity, and enhancing cross-cultural
communication skills.



Educational content: The subject matter and materials used for instruction. In cross-
cultural didactics, the content would include knowledge about different cultures, cultural values,
traditions, and practices, as well as intercultural communication strategies.

Teaching methods: The approaches, techniques, and strategies employed by teachers to
facilitate learning. In cross-cultural didactics, teachers may use methods that promote active
engagement, cultural immersion, experiential learning, and critical thinking to enhance cross-
cultural understanding and competence.

Learning activities: The tasks, exercises, and assignments given to students to reinforce
learning and promote active participation. In cross-cultural didactics, these activities may involve
cultural exploration, intercultural dialogue, collaborative projects, and real-world applications of
cross-cultural knowledge and skills.

Assessment and feedback: The methods used to evaluate students' progress and provide
constructive feedback. In cross-cultural didactics, assessment may focus on students'
intercultural competence, their ability to navigate cultural differences, and their sensitivity and
adaptability in cross-cultural interactions. By considering these fundamental elements of didactic
knowledge within the context of cross-cultural didactics, educators can design and implement
effective educational processes in multicultural environments. The subject of cross-cultural
didactics, therefore, encompasses the strategic organization of the educational process, the
selection of appropriate methods and forms of instruction, and the integration of diverse cultural
perspectives and experiences to enhance intercultural learning and competence.

In addition to the aspects mentioned earlier, it is important to consider the role of the
teacher and the organization of the learning process, including the factors of "who teaches" and
"where and when to teach,” within the field of educational cross-culture. These options can vary
significantly, and they contribute to the fundamental basis of cross-cultural didactics.

The following areas form the fundamental basis of cross-cultural didactics:

Goals and values of learning in each cultural group: Recognizing and understanding the
specific goals and values that shape the educational process in different cultural groups. This
involves considering cultural perspectives on education, learning objectives, and desired
outcomes.

Culturally specific features of cognitive activity: Acknowledging the cultural influences
on cognitive processes and learning styles within each cultural group. Different cultures may
have distinct approaches to learning, problem-solving, and knowledge acquisition, which should
be taken into account in instructional design.

Pedagogical discourse: Recognizing the cultural nuances in pedagogical communication,
including language use, instructional strategies, and teaching methods that are specific to
particular cultural contexts.

Methods and assessment materials: Adapting teaching methods, assessment tools, and
measurement materials to reflect culturally specific approaches. This includes incorporating
culturally relevant examples, diverse perspectives, and contextually appropriate assessment
methods.

Cross-cultural literacy is a comprehensive and systemic education that involves acquiring
knowledge, understanding, and respect for the language, traditions, customs, and national
psychology of a specific ethnic group or people. Therefore, the structure of professional training
for specialists should include the study of intercultural interaction fundamentals, enabling
individuals to perceive and understand all aspects of cross-cultural dialogue.

Intercultural competence is a crucial characteristic that reflects an individual's level of
knowledge, skills, and abilities to establish relationships with others in interpersonal settings. A
student's cross-cultural competence is demonstrated through their effective interaction with the
world, their ability to develop friendly interpersonal relationships, understand the feelings and
behaviors of others, and establish boundaries of acceptable behavior.

Education serves as a channel through which culture is reflected, reproduced, and
developed through micro- and macro-discourses. Global education brings together different
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educational systems and models, forming a multicultural educational space that can be
considered an educational cross-culture. Within this context, one of the tasks of cross-cultural
didactics is to select appropriate methods and organize the educational environment to
effectively achieve the goals of individual upbringing and education.

The upbringing of individuals with the aforementioned qualities is indeed one of the
crucial tasks of modern education. It is an integral component of developing globally oriented
personalities, which is the aim of global education. Global education offers a potential solution
to the challenges of educating a new type of individual who can live in harmony with the world
and themselves.

The ideas of global education have primarily been implemented in foreign schools, but
there has been a growing number of pilot schools in Kazakhstan that have also embraced these
concepts in their educational practices. Many teachers are interested in the formation of cross-
cultural competence as it serves as a key factor in promoting mutual understanding among
diverse cultures at the intercultural level. To comprehend the essence of cross-cultural
competence formation and its educational mechanisms, we have referred to works that explore
various aspects of global education and studies focused on humanizing the educational process.

The concept of cross-cultural competence has been examined by numerous researchers
and has been referred to using different terms, such as intercultural efficiency, intercultural
competence, intercultural communication competence, effectiveness of cross-cultural
communication, cross-cultural effectiveness, diversity competence, multicultural competence,
cross-cultural competence, and others. These varied terminologies reflect the multifaceted nature
of the concept and its significance in promoting effective intercultural interactions and
communication.

According to Chie Yue Chiu and others (2013), cross-cultural competence can be initially
defined as the process of learning about a new culture, including its language and behavioral
patterns, with the aim of understanding the people of that culture, developing empathy towards
them, and successfully living and interacting with them [15].

The main elements of cross-cultural competence can be categorized into the following
dimensions:

Cognitive dimension: This includes acquiring knowledge about other cultures or groups,
as well as developing higher-level cognitive abilities related to cross-cultural understanding and
interpretation.

Intrapersonal dimension: This dimension focuses on the internal state of the individual,
emphasizing the development of a strong sense of self and self-determination within a cross-
cultural context.

Interpersonal dimension: This dimension pertains to the behavioral abilities and skills
required to interact effectively and appropriately in intercultural settings. It involves fostering
positive relationships and exhibiting appropriate behavior when engaging with individuals from
different socio-cultural backgrounds.

A. Kelly Piasentin (2012) proposes a three-dimensional model of cross-cultural
competence, encompassing culture, cognition, and behavior (skills). Cross-cultural competence
involves possessing the abilities, behaviors, and practical skills necessary for individuals to
engage in meaningful and effective interactions with others whose socio-cultural environments
differ from their own. This includes demonstrating respect for individuals as unique human
beings and having an understanding of the cultural differences that exist between them.

We agree with the perspectives of E.A. Akhmetshin (2018) and E.P.Torrance (1964),
who highlight three specific educational goals that are closely linked to the development of
cross-cultural competence:

Education of intellectual tolerance: This goal emphasizes fostering an open-mindedness
towards new ideas, being willing to question established norms and traditions, cultivating a
curious and inquisitive mind, developing an ability to navigate complexity and ambiguity,
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appreciating and evaluating intellectual and cultural diversity, adopting a historical perspective,
and cultivating a cosmopolitan worldview.

Formation of a humane worldview: This goal focuses on developing the capacity for
empathy, care, compassion, and respect towards others. It involves acquiring communication and
cooperation skills that enable individuals to effectively engage with individuals from different
socio-cultural backgrounds, promoting understanding, and fostering harmonious relationships.

Learning practical tolerance skills: This goal involves developing the ability to be
tolerant of new ideas or activities, being open to change, being resourceful and adaptable in
problem-solving, being willing to engage in negotiations and compromise, and being receptive to
alternative options. These skills enable individuals to navigate diverse and complex situations,
promoting cooperation and constructive dialogue.

By incorporating these educational goals into the learning process, educators can
contribute to the development of cross-cultural competence, preparing individuals to effectively
engage with diverse cultures and navigate the complexities of our interconnected world.

According to M.Kalashnik (2021), the learning of a foreign language, particularly
English, holds significant potential for the development of cross-cultural competence. The
formation of cross-cultural competence can be undertaken through both formal educational
settings and extracurricular activities conducted in the English language. However, it is
important to note that one-time educational interventions may not be sufficient for the
comprehensive development of cross-cultural competence.

Graduates equipped with cross-cultural competence possess the necessary skills and
understanding to actively participate in modern society and contribute to the effective
functioning of their workplaces. The scope for extracurricular work in the English language is
particularly vast, as it allows for greater flexibility and creative freedom for teachers in terms of
content, forms, and methods. Extracurricular activities not only expand and deepen subject-
specific knowledge but also shape the individual's personality in various dimensions, including
the development of cross-cultural competence.

Extracurricular work provides opportunities to introduce diverse cultures and facilitate an
awareness of national identity through a comparative analysis of native and foreign cultures.
Through rationalized planning and implementation, extracurricular activities conducted in the
English language can offer a higher level of engagement in exploring and appreciating cultural
diversity.

In conclusion, the learning of a foreign language, such as English, within both formal
educational contexts and extracurricular activities, plays a crucial role in fostering cross-cultural
competence. The flexible nature of extracurricular work allows for more comprehensive and in-
depth exploration of different cultures, facilitating the development of cross-cultural
understanding and appreciation among learners.

Extracurricular activities in the context of developing cross-cultural competence can be
categorized into specific groups that encompass various aspects:

Consumption of spiritual values: This category includes activities such as reading books,
attending educational events, watching movies or TV programs, visiting theaters, and engaging
with cultural exhibitions. These activities expose students to different perspectives, narratives,
and cultural expressions, fostering their understanding and appreciation of diverse cultures.

Socially useful activities: This group involves engaging in activities that contribute to the
betterment of society, such as participating in community service projects, undertaking
productive labor, or engaging in volunteer work. These activities promote social awareness,
empathy, and a sense of responsibility towards others, while also providing opportunities for
students to interact with individuals from diverse backgrounds.

Active recreation: This category encompasses recreational activities that promote
physical well-being, teamwork, and social interaction. Examples include engaging in sports,
participating in outdoor games and entertainment, going on walks or hikes, and exploring
tourism opportunities. Through these activities, students not only develop physical skills and
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coordination but also learn to collaborate, communicate, and build relationships with peers from
different cultural backgrounds.

By combining these different types of extracurricular activities, schools provide students
with opportunities to expand their engagement with the outside world, interact with their peers,
and gain knowledge and experiences in creatively implementing various activities. This holistic
approach enriches students' cross-cultural understanding, encourages them to embrace diversity,
and cultivates their ability to engage in joint activities and collaboration.

To gain insights into the views and knowledge of foreign culture among English primary
school teachers, a survey was conducted. By asking simple questions, valuable information can
be gathered regarding teachers' perspectives on cross-cultural competence, their awareness of
foreign cultures, and their readiness to incorporate cultural elements into their teaching practices.
This survey provides a basis for understanding the current state of cross-cultural education in
primary schools and highlights areas where further development and support may be needed
(Picture 1).

Upon analyzing the survey questions, it was observed that a significant proportion of
primary school teachers (15%) prefer to focus on cultural factors when analyzing linguocultural
texts. Additionally, 6% of respondents prioritize the history of the country, while 5% of primary
school teachers emphasize language itself. However, the majority of primary school teachers
(74%) believe that all three factors—Ilanguage, culture, and history—should be the primary focus
in language learning.

These findings highlight the importance of language and culture as crucial elements in
foreign language teaching. Primary school teachers not only pay attention to linguistic and
cultural information in linguocultural texts but also show interest in the language and
demonstrate respect for the culture associated with it. Through the process of learning another
language, primary school teachers develop the ability to compare the culture of their own
language with the national values of their country.

To foster the development of cross-cultural competence among primary school teachers,
the utilization of authentic materials, elements of national culture, and personal communicative
experiences are identified as effective methods in teaching intercultural communication. These
approaches facilitate a deeper understanding of different cultures and promote the acquisition of
cross-cultural competence.

Conclusion. In our article, we addressed the significant issue of enhancing the
effectiveness of vocational and pedagogical training in higher education by focusing on the
formation of cross-cultural competence in future teachers. To achieve this objective, we
conducted a study that employed a specific technology aimed at ensuring the effective
development of cross-cultural competence in future teachers. The outcomes of our study provide
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valuable insights, conclusions, and recommendations for the successful formation of cross-
cultural competence in future teachers.

Pedagogical diagnostics played a vital role in the process of fostering cross-cultural
competence, serving multiple functions such as indicating the progress of development,
facilitating constructive learning, organizing activities, and evaluating and correcting the
teaching process. It offered the subjects under study the opportunity to practically engage in
pedagogical interactions.

The assessment of cross-cultural competence in future teachers was based on several
criteria, including awareness of assimilating a foreign culture, the establishment of speech and
behavioral strategies, engagement in creative activities, and the development of professionally
important qualities. The overall level of cross-cultural competence among future teachers was
determined based on three levels: receptive, constructive, and creative. The comprehensive
content of the process was achieved through a systematic acquisition of information concerning
the extent to which future teachers mastered different cultures and developed professional and
pedagogical skills.

By focusing on the formation of cross-cultural competence, we aim to prepare future
teachers who possess the necessary knowledge, skills, and attitudes to effectively navigate and
engage in intercultural interactions. The implementation of our findings and recommendations
can contribute to the improvement of vocational and pedagogical training, ultimately benefiting
the professional development and success of future teachers in diverse educational settings.

PSYCHOLOGICAL FEATURES OF TEENAGERS' GAMBLING ADDICTION

Annotation. Today, negative forms of passion cause anxiety in our teenagers. Quarrels and
inappropriate quarrels in the family affect the child's psyche, misunderstandings in the family cause
negative emotional states in a teenager.

Passion is a strong, deep, persistent emotion that leaves a deep mark on the main direction of a
person's thoughts and actions. In psychological science, we divide passion into two parts: interest in art
and education, work belongs to the type of positive passion, worldly passion, passion, playfulness-to the
type of negative passion. The great Kazakh poet Abai well demonstrated the psychological nature of
passion: “Passion carries responsibility, gives rise to duty, imposes duty, duty imposes work, work is the
path that opens to science and art.”

Weakening a person's will, depriving him of strength and destroying his psyche, he certainly
experiences negative passions. Negative passionate actions also occur in children from families with high
social status. Basically, teenagers, from whatever side they are, have a weak character, there is a social
velvety in them. This is due to the fact that they have not yet fully completed the process of growing up,
teenagers cannot deeply understand many problems and fall into negative types of interests due to a weak
value system. Negative actions in education strengthen weak resistance, and punishments applied by
parents create emotional instability in the mood of a teenager, and his interest is replaced by gambling.

The article identifies the psychological features of adolescent gambling addiction and presents the
results of experimental research work.

The
article should be written in Word format in Windows 10 in Times New Roman font (an article not
written in accordance with this requirement will not be accepted automatically). Language of
publications Kazakh, Russian, English.

Structure and design of the article:

1) The size of the article ranges from 5 to 10 pages.

- description of the scheme of the article (page - A 4, book orientation, indents are calculated
with respect to the left top and bottom sides page margins-2.5 m, with right - 2.0 m, Standard font :
type - Times New Roman, size (font) - 12) (Word format on Windows 10 operating system):

- the ISTIR index is the first line at the top left (http://grnti.ru).

- DOl index (provided by the editorial office);

- title of article — with capital letters, alignment on the center in bold, size (font) 12.
